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Chapter 3     Function Introduction of Each Part

3.1 Name and Function for Each Part of Microscope 

Left button: Menu/return/frozen (hot key) function. “Menu” function will be activated in the mode of
photographing, playing back and recording. In the mode of photographing and recording, long press (2
seconds) will trigger “frozen” function. After entering the menu, “return” function will be on.

Bottom button: Zoom out/downward/video fast forward function. “Reduction” function is on in the mode
of photographing and recording. “Downward” function is on after entering the menu or in the mode of
playing back. Video playing will be changed into “fast rewind” function in the mode of playing back.

Top button: Zoom in/upward/speed retreat function. “Magnification” function will be activated in the
mode of photographing and recording.“Upward” function be activated after entering the menu or during
browsing. Video playing will be changed into “fast rewind” function in the mode of playing back.

Middle button: Record/camera/play back function. “Recording” function is for the mode of recording.
“photographing” function is for the mode of photographing. In the mode of playing back, the recording
file carries the function of “playing back”.

Right button: Mode/sure/crosshair (hot key) function. Mode includes “camera”, “play back” and “record”.
Without entering the menu, “Mode switch” function will be activated and can be switched successively
among three modes, namely photographing, playing back and recording. “Confirm” function will be on
after entering the menu. Long press in the mode of photographing and recording activates the mode of
“cross line” shortcut key.

1.   HDMI port :  Connect to the display with HDMI to realize signal transmission.

2.   USB port :  Connect to the adapter with USB to supply power for HDMI microscope.

3.   Push-button :  5 buttons can match to each other to achieve different functions.

4.   Camera Switch :  Put the switch to right: turn on the camera; put the switch to left: turn off the camera.

5.   Focus knob :  Rotate the knob to implement the focus function; Rotate clockwise: back focal length decreases and 
   object distance increases; Rotate anticlockwise: back focal length increases and object distance 
   decreases.

6.   TF card slot :  The location of TF card, photos and videos will be stored in TF card.

7.   LED light :  The coaxial light and the diffuse reflection coexist, and the two effect lights are respectively  
    controllable; the coaxial light lamp adopts a circular distribution of 13 light beads at a small angle;
    the diffuse reflection light is distributed by 18 high brightness light beads, and the brightness is 
    uniform.

8.   Bottom plate :   Aluminium alloy bottom plate.

9.   Mobile Knob :   loosen the knob anticlockwise and the stand will be adjusted in any degree; tighten the knob 
    clockwise and the current position of the electronic eyepiece can be fixed.

10.   Stand :   Can rotate by 360 degree.

11.   Adjustment knob

Chapter 7     Instructions of Operation

This HDMI digital microscope can be used as a standalone device when paired with an HDMI monitor, or as
a USB device when connected to a PC. When connected to a PC using USB, the microscope will enter PC
mode, taking precedence over the standalone functions.
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7.1 Articulating Arm

The articulating arm can be adjusted around three joints to position the microscope at virtually any angle
and position within the reach of the arm. All joints are locked simultaneously using the locking knob. Before
adjusting the arm, be sure to support the microscope with a hand. Next loosen the locking knob until the
arm joints are loose enough to easily move. Position the microscope as desired, then tighten the locking
knob. Avoid extending the arm beyond the rear edge of the support plate, as this could lead to the
microscope tipping over.

7.2 Focus

The microscope’s focus is mechanically controlled using a knob on the control panel. Rotating the knob
clockwise will extend the working distance to focus on objects farther away. Rotating the knob counter-
clockwise will reduce the working distance to focus on closer objects. Magnification is also affected by
these adjustments, increasing as the working distance is shortened.
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7.3 Illumination

The microscope is equipped with two independent ring lights.
Each ring light is controlled by a separate knob on the side of
the microscope. While the microscope is connected to a
power source, the ring lights will operate independent of the
microscope’s power switch. The knob engraved with the
number 1 controls the outer ring light which provides diffuse
illumination which is suitable for most observation as it more
even. The knob engraved with the number 2 controls the inner
ring light which provides direct illumination which is well-
suited for viewing surface details such as scratches and
textures. Rotate either knob clockwise to increase brightness,
or counter-clockwise to decrease brightness.

7.4 Operating Mode: HDMI

To operate in HDMI mode, the microscope must be attached to a power supply using the included USB cable.
The cable has a type-C connector on one end, and a type-A connector on the other. The USB-C connector must
be connected to the microscope’s USB/Power port. To power the microscope using AC power, plug the
included AC-USB adapter into an AC outlet, then plug the USB cable’s type-A connector into the USB port on
the adapter. Alternatively, a 5V USB power bank can be used as long as it can supply at least 900mA. In this
case, the USB cable’s type-A connector would plug directly into one of the power bank’s type-A USB ports. 

To connect this microscope to an HDMI monitor, television, or other compatible viewing device, use the
included HDMI cable or another compatible cable with the appropriate connectors. The included cable has a
mini-HDMI connector on one end, and a standard HDMI connector on the other. Plug the mini-HDMI connector
into the microscope’s HDMI port. Plug the other end into the viewing device’s HDMI input. Move the
microscope’s power switch to the “I” (on) position. After a few seconds, a live image will be displayed on the
screen. 

While in HDMI mode, the microscope uses internal software to capture images and video, as well as to control
the imaging device’s settings. Several icons may be displayed on the screen, displaying such things as the
imaging mode, exposure, white balance, and media status. The icons will be hidden after 10 seconds of
inactivity, but will display again when a control button is pressed.
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7.4.1 Recording Media

In order to capture or play photos/videos in any mode, a formatted MicroSD card must be inserted into the
MicroSD slot. When compatible media is present, the icon          will be displayed. If no compatible media is
found, the icon         will be displayed. Captured photos will be automatically saved in JPEG format to the
MicroSD card using a sequential naming convention: photo_00001.jpg, photo_00002.jpg, etc.. 

Captured videos will be automatically saved in MOV format to the MicroSD card using a sequential naming
convention: video_0001.jpg, video_0002.jpg, etc.. This microscope is compatible with MicroSD cards up to
128GB. In the case that a 64GB or larger card is not recognized by this device, and the formatting function
does not work, it is recommended to format the card as FAT32 using a computer.

7.4.2 Imaging Modes

This microscope has three imaging modes: Photo, Video, and Playback. Each mode will have access to
settings and functions which are accessed by using the control panel. The control buttons may have different
functions depending on the mode and which screen is currently displayed. Additionally, pressing and holding
certain buttons for 2 seconds will activate specific functions depending on the mode. While no menu is
displayed, pressing the right button will cycle through the imaging modes.

7.4.3 Photo and Video Modes

Photo and Video modes allow you to view live video and capture images. An assortment of settings and
functions are available in both modes to optimize image quality and user experience. Some settings or
functions are exclusive to their respective modes. The control panel’s buttons provide the same functionality
in both modes aside from the Capture button which saves still images in Photo mode, and starts or stops
recording in Video mode.

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The first page in Photo and Video modes includes settings which control
qualities of the image including Brightness, Exposure, White Balance, and
High Dynamic Range (HDR).




The Brightness setting can only be used when the Exposure mode is set to
Auto. Since Auto Exposure attempts to render an average middle-grey
exposure, Brightness will increase the exposure target incrementally using
values from 1 to 24.




Exposure controls the amount of light gathered to form an image. Auto
mode continuously uses an average of the levels seen across the field of
view, and attempts to achieve a middle grey. Single Auto mode performs
the same function as Auto, but only at the time it is selected rather than
continuously. Manual allows you to select a value from 1 to 10 to manually
target the appropriate level.




White Balance is used to compensate for color casts caused by various light
sources. Auto mode attempts to compensate for detected color biases to
render a more neutral image. Standard mode uses a predefined color
temperature as the neutral target. Manual mode allows you to adjust each
primary color (red, green, blue) independently using values from 1 to 128.



HDR (High Dynamic Range) compresses exposure values across the image
to limit excess highlights and shadows. This setting can be toggled on or off.

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The second page in Photo mode includes Image Rotation, Color, Capture
Mode, and Quick Review.



Image Rotation allows you to change the orientation of the on-screen
image. Mirror flips the image from left to right. Rotate 180° rotates the
image.

Color allows you to toggle the color mode between Normal (color) and
Black & White for a greyscale image.




Capture Mode determines allows you to set a delay between the time you
press the capture button and the time at which the image is captured.
